	Song of Moses at the Crossing of the Red Sea—one of the earliest poems in the Bible; formulated in first-person singular with Moses singing a line and the Israelites responding antiphonally; a lyric, also sometimes described as a festive epic poem celebrating God’s defeat of Egypt at the sea.

Song of Moses at his death—Forty years after singing his song at the crossing of the Red Sea, Moses sings a song at his death. Moses sings that God’s judgments are just and right. The song contains three themes: praise, deliverance, victory. Critics do not agree on the precise date of the song but suggest it first existed as an older, separate text that was inserted into the Deuteronomist text in reaction to Judah’s being sent into Babylonian captivity. 

Song of the Lamb---“And they [those who have conquered the beast] sing the song of Moses, the servant- of God, and the song of the Lamb. The Lamb proclaims God’s judgments are just and true. Passages in Psalms and Isaiah record versions of this song: (Ps.33.3, 40.3, 96.1, 98.1, 149.1, Is.4.10).
 
Miriam’s song of praise and thanksgiving for deliverance, one of the shortest in the Bible. 

Celebrates the digging of wells and God’s provision of water for the Hebrews in the desert facing Moab as they traveled to the promised land.

Deborah’s song

The barren Hannah’s song of thankfulness and praise for God’s enabling her to become pregnant with blessed Samuel.

Sung by the Israelite women celebrating David’s defeat of Goliath.
David’s song of thanks for being rescued from Saul.

The priests’ and singers’ song of thankfulness at the dedication of Solomon’s temple built for God.

A one-line marching song in preparation for battle: “Give thanks to the Lord, for his love endures forever.”

Song of praise at completion of the foundation of the temple upon the return of the exiled Israelites to Jerusalem.

A book of eight chapters variously described as secular poetry on erotic love and as an allegory recounting God’s love for Israel and the history of their relationship.

Zechariah’s song of praise for the promise of a son to the barren Elizabeth.

Mary’s song called the Magnificat praises God for salvation of the lowly and oppressed.

Gloria in Excelsis : Heavenly hosts praise God, revealing the divine meaning of the birth of Jesus.

Simeon's Nunc Dimittis: Simeon praises God and declares God’s saving purposes; Christians commonly sings this song at the close of worship.

The twenty-four elders proclaim Christ as worthy of breaking the seven seals of God’s scroll.

The conquerors standing beside the sea of glass and singing the song of Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, “All nations will come and worship before you” (4)

A song celebrating consummation and the marriage of the Lamb: “Hallelujah! For the Lord our God the Almighty reigns” (6).
